ark Forest focuses on energy flow in the natural world. The viewer is in the undergrowth,

the ground level where trunks, thick limbs, branches and vines — all powerful symbols

of our unconscious, our DNA, our neural net, and our sinewy bodies— swirl in their
interpenetrating dance as they strive for higher levels of illumination. And this quest is the
journey into the symbolic dark forest we each carry within.... and then beyond into the clearings
ahead, where the light vibrates...drawing us on.
